Consideration must be given to the location when accepting the extra entry. The response to the email regarding the extra entry must be answered within a couple of days to let Ofsaa fill up the championship.
-Coaching in Ontario Schools: workshops are being made available throughout the province

-Ofsaa subsidiary program: money available to train student officials

-Try Day funding is over, however Ofsaa is looking into other avenues

-Bridging the Gap is in its final years

-teams travelling outside of the province must be sanctioned by Ofsaa to prove the team is in good standing. They must have a letter from Ofsaa to be sanctioned. Paperwork should be done a month in advance. If hosting a tournament and have out of province teams, the tournament must also be sanctioned

Be it Resolved that, it will now read,

“Associations shall be allowed to enter three boys teams and three girls teams

plus the top 3 individuals in each of the Level 1 races. Girls and Boys Teams

shall be made up as follows: five (5) team members- five (5) to race.”

Rationale: Follow OFSAA regulations. Change was made at OFSAA level to

accommodate smaller schools that may not be able to enter a full team. This has

been beneficial for EOSSAA schools in recent years.

8. Whereas, game times and team pools have been set according to seeding,

and whereas, there are vast differences in travel distances within EOSSAA,

and whereas, inclement weather makes travel more difficult,

Be it resolved that a new Section 5A.) in the basketball playing regulations be

created and all subsequent numbering get bumped down appropriately. Section

5A would now read, “Due to travel time and inclement weather consideration, for

all championships involving pool play the convenor may consider switching the

pools. However, all of the games in each pool shall be switched in this case. For

all championships in a draw format, game times of games 1-3 may be switched

while still keeping the integrity of the draw. Any change to game times must be

communicated to all coaches of the participating teams immediately.

“Any Local Association and/or school which declares intent to participate in a

championship is responsible for their share of the championship cost and shall

continue to be responsible, whether or not they participate in the championship.

Until these entry fees are paid, that Local Association and/or school shall forfeit

participation in that specific championship the following year. The school and

Local association will be notified of their status following the specific

championship in question as well as at the AGM.

OFSAA championships for the last 6 years,

and whereas, the majority of EOSSAA schools have now had some experience

with the AELS system,

and whereas, the AELS system is the most efficient way to collect the Eligibility /

Entry Form,

and whereas, the step by step method of using the AELS system will be linked to

our EOSSAA website for each championship,

Be it resolved that, a new By-Law 4 section 3f.) Shall be created to read,

“A team must submit their Eligibility / Entry form to the EOSSAA Convenor for

the following senior / junior / open championships: Basketball, Field Hockey, Ice

Hockey, Rugby, Soccer, Volleyball, Football, Baseball, Alpine, Snowboard, and Tennis via the AELS OFSAA online system. A signed and printed copy of the AELS eligibility form shall be brought to the championship and submitted to the convenor.”

Subsequently the old 3f will become 3g, etc.

Be it further Resolved that, the “Entry Form” link under each team page on the

EOSSAA website now be the “AELS Entry Form” link.

A signed and printed copy of the AELS eligibility form shall be

brought to the championship and submitted to the convenor.”

Be it further resolved that, By-Law 4 section 2dii) be stricken from the

constitution.

Be it further Resolved that, the sentence, “Student athletes shall compete in only

one age category in an EOSSAA championship in the same sport in any one

season.” be stricken from By-Law 4 Section 4a xv) of the constitution as it now

would be redundant.
