-Motion to go to 3 classifications was defeated at OFSAA

-Feedback on reasons was the sliding scale (reviewing from year to year) and the numbers (3 equal groups) was problem

-If motion goes forward again it may change to review classification every two years; numbers may change too 

-Question raised if there was talk of identifying rural vs. urban schools (rural schools may have a higher number)

-Need clear direction given to Tammy from membership as to what they want in terms of classification numbers

-Concern that going to 3 classifications might provide too big of variance in numbers from bottom end enrolment to top end enrolment at A and AA classification

-Question asked if there could be two levels of OFSAA (club and HS only); point made that many of the OFSAA teams have strong club systems in place
