-Inclement weather protocol (cancelled buses, etc.): hosts are reminded to check the weather to anticipate potential problems and also provide home phone number if there is a sudden problem
-Host Bids (Bryan): if there are 6 teams, then there would not be a host bid. Proposal to be forwarded to the AGM: if there are less than six, the host would be able to fill the tournament. This could be an incentive to get convenors. Communications officers are asked to bring the question to their local associations and report back to the executive in December. A motion will be forwarded by Deb/Bryan at the December meeting.
