8. Classifications Report 
· New numbers for next year will be available in spring. A number of schools are expecting to change.
9. Principal’s Report (Joellen)

Cost of sport: Joellen did some fact finding in LGSAA. There were a variety of answers – pay by sport, from student card, from PE budget, some will default a game if out of money.
The on call costs vary depending on the sport: cover (start time), transportation.

Inclement weather may cause problems in the future if admin insists on a bus for a championship that is a distance away.

Healthy schools policy will affect schools that use vending machine and/or cafeteria to help fund sports.

There is a need for problem solving to deal with the realities of costs in sport. There is a need to ensure equality of opportunity in sport.

Dale: This is an opportunity for the principals to represent sport with governmental agencies to access monies through the healthy living mandate.
Phil: Arnprior charges user fees to the students to allow for programs to run. People need to become aware that there is a cost to running school sport.

Principals decide whether there is money to help out students who cannot afford team fees, and/or bussing costs.

Cost of business approach: some schools feel that it is important to offer all the sports in order to keep the students in the school. This places a burden on the smaller schools.

Joellen: need to have a representation to the Sports Council at the board level – Joellen will approach them. Dale and Mark both volunteered to be a part of that discussion.
Deb- have the biggest county in Ontario-Renfrew, more rural schools, number of schools in the board-these 3 points result in higher costs to run athletic programs in EOSSAA and thus more need

Invite the principal reps to come to the spring meeting to help problem solve proactively.
10. Championship Calendar:(Deb and Bryan)

-Fall Championship Concerns:
-Winter Championship Dates: are all posted on the website. 
Ask convenors to make sure that their dates are not conflicting with anything else.

-Volleyball game ball at Championships: be sure to use the Baden ball  (used at OFSAA) because the Mikasa ball (used by many club teams) is very different. Need to add that a multi coloured ball
-Inclement weather protocol (cancelled buses, etc.) – Correspondance from BSS

· In the playing regs there is a statement that “game time may not be switched”. By removing this statement, the convenor could have flexibility in scheduling to take into account the distance that the teams are travelling. Make a suggestion that the SAC add a statement to the playing regs to include language allowing the game order to be switched to accommodate long travel distances. Mike Hoy will put something together for the spring meeting. Deb and Bryan will give this winter season’s convenors the flexibility to adjust as needed as long as they let all the participating coaches know
· Suche will write a letter to respond to Geoff and Joe
-Football SAC / Convenor: Congratulations to Arnprior for winning the first ever AA EOSSAA. They are drawing up regs to conform with EOSSAA at the senior play level only.
· There was a Junior National Capital Bowl that does not follow the EOSSAA  mandate. Direct the football SAC to deal with the junior football issue.
· There is a concern about the number of games played in the time available.

-Fall Championship Summary / Winners / Records / Data Base (Suche)

· make sure that convenors in each area know that all the information needed to run EOSSAA is on the website. The convenors can send all the information for their tournaments to Dave and it will be posted. (dates, schedules, general information, results)

· reports that many more are aware and are using the website. There is also a big increase in reports after the competition to Deb and Bryan .

· encourage coaches to send in the required seeding
· add sample template of convenor report under the bid to host EOSSAA on the website

· Kids Sport- will be up to $250 available per athlete for students in financial need. More info will be following in the future. There will be an application form along with support for the application required.

· Rugby officials must be drawn from the accredited organizations

· Dairy Farmers have come on as a major supporter of basketball in Ontario. A list of the EOSSAA coaches is needed and packages will be sent to each school to help out. Basketballs, DVDs, portfolios, free chocolate milk, Styrofoam cutouts to hold tournaments at lunch time. Girls coaches will receive the same in the near future.
· Order paper motions: Mark will send it to Dave to be posted
-Track and Field: false start rule- no false start be instituted at the junior and senior divisions but not at the midget level

-Cross country: have to be a part of a bonafide part of a school high school team with 16 practices. There is a concern that many teams are using basketball, volleyball, other teams as practices. This may lead to liability issues if they have not had bonafide cross country practices.

· Coaching in Ontario schools certification possibility to have a 3 hour session at a professional development day

12. Mandatory AELS for EOSSAA championships – By-Law 4 Section 2d (Suche)

· There was a lot of support for this coming from the Discussion Paper at the AGM. During the September meeting how it was phased in was discussed. 
· Suggest to add  Section 2d: All team sports (teams listed) are required to register using AELS.
13. EOSSAA Gender Equity Motion – By-Law 4 Section 4a xvi . New section. (Dale and Mark)

· A student may compete in only one EOSSAA championship per sport in one school year.
· Local associations will need to address this at the local level.
14. Late Drop out to EOSSAA championships – By-Law 3 Section 6 (Suche)

· It is covered in the above by-law and just needs to be enforced. Add a section which states how this will happen. Any team found to be in violation will be referred to sanctions. Mark will look up where sanctions are in the constitution. Mention the declaration dates in the motion.
15.  Playing Regulations (Dennis, Mike and Suche)


-Alpine Skiing Motions-SAC is asked to write it up formally and it will be presented at
