 a) Local Association Reports
KASSAA:  Transfers clean.  Fewer transfers.  Trying to build bridges with individual sports.  Down 1 football and 2 girls bball teams from last year.  Should we have a drone and technology policy for our championships (EOSSAA and local)?  Lots of different scenarios where it could come into play (eg.  Football ipads on sidelines, etc.).  OFSAA football has a policy.  It was fast tracked into regs for safety issues.  
-Football: amalgamated leagues.  Local associations need to communicate to all of their convenors who are organizing things across local associations should clarify with OFSAA about insurance coverage for that convenor.  Please go through the local association executives to get their blessing.
-Concussion: PPM from Ministry has instructed Boards to put in place concussion protocol, code of conduct, and training for coaches and parents.  Boards will be putting that in place in the near future.  Will be completely in law on January 30th.   The safety guidelines for sports has moved towards language that states it is now a “safety standards”.
LGSSAA Report:  UCDSB has postponed all EC’s until further notice.  No other Board seems to have taken this stance at this point.  Fairly status quo on leagues wrt number of teams.
PRSSAA – Continuing on with leagues without the 2 UCDSB schools for now.  It is lasts past this week then they may have to reevaluate.  Seeing more “varsity” teams because of lack of coaches and senior age players

SD& G:  No representation

UOVHSSA:  Lack of officials in Vball.  Impacting when then can have games.
Lanark:  Status quo for leagues for the most part.  UCDSB decision impact still being evaluated.  Organizing safe contact through instruction from the board.
