Dale circulated a copy and asked people to look it over in principle without dwelling on the actual numbers of suggested playing days for each sport.

9.1 OFSAA Nordic SAC meeting report – Deb Walden

-changes were handed out. Of particular note they have added the team sprint relay which will have significant implications on playing regs and the running of EOSSAA Nordic.

9.2 OFSAA Basketball SAC meeting report – Deb Walden

-big changes: will go to FIBA rules Sept 2007 without a change of key, without a shot clock (all floor markings are unchanged) and without required changes to uniform numbers as decided by the SAC. This will be discussed at the OFSAA executive level in January. Deb and Suche strongly represented the concerns of the small school and the huge financial outlay. The rationale of the SAC was that Ontario needs to get in line with the “majority” in terms of type of rules followed. This needs to be discussed by the basketball coaches and input is needed so that EOSSAA’s voice can be heard. A suggestion to schools who are repainting their gym floors – have both sets of lines put on the floor.

9.3 Volleyball SAC: no changing in the gym – this will be sanctioned. This year the seeding procedure will be 

altered to follow what the guidelines actually say. 

9.4 Snowboarding playing regs and competition – Krista. 

-there is a growing popularity of snowboarding and it will be held at OFSAA this March. Feedback concerning including snowboarding from ski coaches was positive from EOSSAA. Both Pakenham and Calabogie are on board to help with training and competition. It will be just Giant Slalom. Proposed to add it onto the Alpine event. The race would take about 1 ½ hours. Anticipate about half the number of competitors. Some concern about the safety guidelines – OPHEA does cover it. There will not be any changes to the Alpine event. More time and cost efficient if held on the same day. There might be an increased cost for the bibs. Playing regs need to be created. Krista has OFSAA regs and Alpine regs to help build the regs. This could be done as a trial rather than as a EOSSAA championship – it would be a festival. Training dates and prices are available from Pakenham.

10.0 Playing Regulations – Suche

-in research found that 90% of the regs were not digitized. Suche has digitized the hard copy and Dave is in the process of putting them on the website. 

-Golf regs from Pat Larry are coming

-some of the sports have combined regs for both boys and girls while others are still separate. Must make sure that the regs continue to model what is done at OFSAA. The SACs should be encouraged to meet as a coed group and then decide whether the new regs can also be coed where possible. Girls hockey and rugby have fundamental rule differences and so will likely have to continue separately.

-Mike, Dennis, Beth and Suche will continue to get the info on the website. This will not all be ready by the spring retreat. It is suggested that at the AGM the SACs meet and start the process of updating the regs for the next year. Nordic skiing and volleyball anticipate having updated regs by the spring retreat. Nordic and snowboarding will have to forward these for executive approval before February in order to adjust to the new playing regulations at the OFSAA level.

12.0 OFSAA Eligibility Program – Suche

Steve Sevor made a presentation at the AGM. Three schools have used this system. Frontenac’s school secretary set it up using an Excel file and it is now on the OFSAA system. They use the eSAS system and it is compatible. It made it much easier. Suche is working on a set of instructions so that someone at each school can enter the info. ESIS does not work using Excel so far. This is just a point of information.
13.0 Ange Gabriel (New EOSSAA School?) – Suche/Armando

-new school in LGSAA. Armando has talked with the principal and TISS and the issues about twinning. He also suggested twinning with St Marys as Plan B. He has not heard back from them. They have not sent in a letter to date to EOSSAA. There would be a timeline involved. It would have to be an all or none agreement. They should put a request in writing to LGSAA for formal acceptance into the league before they can be accepted into EOSSAA. The written request must also be in place before the athletes may compete this year in the individual sports. 

14.0 Transfer Report – Tony

-continue to do a good job handling transfers. Only have had one problem to date.

-student from Ganonoque to Regiopolis for program. It must be more than one course and necessary for university/college 

-Next transfer dates are Wed. Jan 31 and Wed April 4. Local associations should have their meetings and rulings completed the week before.

15.0 Local Transfers (Exhibition and Tournament Games) – Mark Lewis

-some discrepancy between what the term “participate” means under the Notes section of the transfer policy. It will have definite implications for seeding. The athlete is ineligible for any OFSAA sanctioned tournaments, however legally can play for any exhibition game/tournament. This needs to be addressed at the OFSAA level taking into consideration the impact on seeding for OFSAA. The moral/ethical side of things should be considered in terms of the message that is being sent by the teacher-coach.

EOSSAA will inform Steve King as convenor of AA EOSSAA Basketball, and Kevin Bellamy as coach of the basketball team in question, that for seeding purposes that only league games in which Perth played “pure” without the transfer student would be considered. Suche or Tony will make the contacts by both writing and phone. 

16.0 Competition Seasons/Constitution – Mark Lewis/Paul Carriere

-girl from Cornwall area asked for permission to play on both the girls and boys junior basketball teams. The answer was no, she could not play league or exhibition play. The constitution dictates that there is a boys league and girls league. 

17.0 Retreat/Spring Meeting Format – Dale

-unanimous support of making the retreat a priority

- Wed April 4 and Thurs April 5 have been booked at the Ganonoque Inn. Anticipated revenue from OFSAA hosts can help finance this. Estimated $2500-$3000 is within the financial framework.
