· Do not have a structure/playing regs within EOSSAA so cannot send a team until it is accepted as a sport in EOSSAA. Ofsaa is running an Ofsaa Festival for 3 years. Should go back to interested parties and get them to put together a proposal and present it to EOSSAA next September.
· Must have accredited officials in order to run the events to avoid liability issues
-Timing of EOSSAA championships - Nordic vs. Snowboard and tennis vs. soccer? (Bryan)

· Tennis is always on the Tuesday after Victoria Day, however dates are so crammed with Soccer there will be a conflict due to OFSAA dates. The same will happen with rugby and East Regional Track. Athletes will have to make choices.
· Nordic and Alpine had a conflict this year because Alpine/Snowboard divided into 2 days. The Alpine was placed on the same day as Nordic without recognizing the conflict. Future championships must be cognizant of the dates to avoid a similar conflict.

· Keep checking the website for dates because students may have to make choices of what sport they play because of Ofsaa dates.

-Declaration Dates: some feel the dates are too far away from the championship dates causing problems when teams get closer to the date and cannot send a team.

The principals asked that the following 3 items be added to the AGM:

1) Asked that they be formally included in the constitutions and that they send a rep to the executive meetings so that they can work collaboratively with EOSSAA. PVP Association shall include 1 representative from each member school. PVPA is a partner working collaboratively with the executive of member schools to support school sport.

2) Convenor must send a report at the end of a championship. Some of these reports share costs between leagues. Request that a budget summary be included in the report that be forwarded to the PVPA for the June meeting “provide a budget summary for shared costs for the convened sport”. Look at League fees and transportation. Suche and Communication Officers will send out an email to Athletic Directors advising them that there will be a request for information from each school on data on league fees and transportation. A template will be provided to fill in the data.
3) Regarding league schedules (Duties of Convenor)-that convenors provide schedules to PVPA  by  Sept 10 for semester 1 sports and February 10 for semester 2 sports”
