7. Reports
 a) Local Association Reports
KASSAA – met as an exec last week, winter season – Frank did great work with the scheduling. Looking to streamline playing regs. Snowboarding regs – questions about sending a rep without a championship. Ideas – maybe a KASSAA snowboarding event that is separate from Alpine skiing or ask EOSSAA SAC for changes to accept snowboarders from association that don’t have a championship. Will conduct meetings online. What does return to play look like in the fall? Open discussion for possibilities. 
Lanark – no start times during school hours (UCDSB), maybe no start times before 4pm. May be hard to field teams as a result of students working etc. Only 2 teams in Lanark for football.
 LGSSAA – got through winter season, UCDSB employees were told that they cannot participate in extra curriculars during school time, we don’t have a definitive answer
S. D. & G.-L’Heritage (consolation winners Sr. Girl’s Volleyball), all classification numbers have been posted on our website (KCVI – AAA, BCI now A)
PRSSAA- 4 boards within PR seemed to work well together, no reps to EOSSAA for winter season sports
UOVHSAA- schedule shuffling with strike and weather days. Basketball: keeping shot clocks 24 and 14.

c) Championship Report:
